Relays: By-law 13.12.2 will be enforced. Each club can enter a maximum of 2 relay teams (A & B) per
event at the CVS District 15 Championships
Each competitor is limited to a maximum of four relay event swims, whether Age Group or Open.
For Mixed relays, each team shall not have more than two males.
Relay sheets must be submitted before the start of competition.
Awards: Medals will be awarded to the first 3 place-getters in each event. A trophy will be awarded to the
best 14/Over and 13/Under Male and Female swimmers at the Championships. The Wally
Stables Trophy and the Coral Evely Memorial Trophy will be awarded to the winners of Events
1 and 2 respectively.
